132.��What�does�the�Ascension�mean?�
After forty days during which Jesus showed himself to 
the Apostles with ordinary human features which veiled 
his glory as the Risen One, Christ ascended into heaven 
and was seated at the right hand of the Father.  He is the 
Lord who now in his humanity reigns in the everlasting 
glory of the Son of God and constantly intercedes for us 
before the Father.  He sends us his Spirit and gives he 
gives us the hope of one day reaching the place he has 
prepared for us.

133.��How�does�the�Lord�Jesus�now�reign?�

Christ will judge with the power he has gained as the 
Redeemer of the world who came to bring salvation to 
all.  The secrets of hearts will be brought to light as well 
as the conduct of each one toward God and toward his 
neighbor.  Everyone, according to how he has lived, will 
either be filled with life or damned for eternity.  In this 
way, “the fullness of Christ” (Ephesians 4:13) will come 
about in which “God may be all in all” (1Corinthians 
15:28).
